UC BUDGET UPDATE

I know that many of you struggle with
the economy and its effects on
employment or reduced income. The
University of California is no different.
It faces significant cuts, due to reduced
state funding. During the July 15 -16™
UC Regents meeting, budget reduction
recommendations submitted by the
University of California were

approved.

The main direct effect of these
recommendations is the September
startup of furlough days for UC paid
advisors and staff. Furlough days will
be 11-14 days for 4-H advisors and
staff. The implementation contains
flexibility of when furlough days can
be taken, but they must be used up by
the end of the June 30th fiscal year. We
will be working to develop a schedule
of furlough days for your scheduling
and information.

Another budgetary impact will
be a drastic reduction in postage. We
need to emphasize electronic delivery
of information as much as possible. If
you have an email address and are
not signed up for electronic delivery,

this is the last printed 4  -H newsletter
you will receive.  Starting with the
September 4-H newsletter, we will
send it electronic delivery to everyone
that we have an email address for.

We realize some people either
have no Internet access or only slow
dial -up service. We will provide a
limited number of hard copy
newsletters to 4 -H Community Club
Leaders that would be available for
you to pick -up. Please contact our
office at (530) 273-4563 if you have
guestions or concerns.

On a more positive note, we did
get approval to hire a new 4 -H
Program Representative. The position
was reduced to 50% time as a cost
cutting measure. We should be able to
start advertising the position sometime
in August. Hopefully, we will have
someone in place by sometime in
September.

We will work to serve you to the
best of our ability over the coming
year. Like many of you, these are
unique, challenging times that require
patience, cooperation, and a will to
hang on.

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HANDLING SHEEP

One of the most basic concepts in
handling of sheep and other
livestock is the flight zone. When
you are outside the animals flight
zone the sheep or livestock will
turn and face you. Itis bestto
work outside of
zone. If the flight zone is
penetrated too deeply, animal
behavior can be unpredictable
and dangerous.

The size of
flight zone varies. It depends how
wild or tame the animal is & sheep
that have not had much human
contact will have a large flight
zone. Sheep confined to a small

zone.

Point of balance is another
important livestock handling
concept. The point of balance is
at the animals shoulders.

A halter is one of the
easiest ways of restraining sheep
for treatment or to be moved.

If members choose to
participate in a fair, they must

INSURANCE:

Attending the Nevada County Fair
as a 4H exhibitor does equate to
participating in a 4 -H activity as
long as the activity is consistent
with 4-H YDP policy. Youth
members and adult volunteers
are covered under the 4 -H
insurance policy during the time
they are working with their

animals (that includes barn duty,
showmanship, and participating

in the auction), sharing

information on the 4 -H program to
the public, and setting up posters
and information about the 4 -H
program.

In addition, one time participants
(e.g., Fair Food Booth) are

covered when participating in or
attending an approved regularly
supervised 4 -H event or activity.

r 0 s4-Hmerhbers and adult

volunteers are also covered with
accident insurance while
traveling to and froma 4 -H
sponsored activity (e.g., 4 -H club
or county activity) and their home
for a scheduled activity.
However, in the event of an auto
accident and there is other
medical payments coverage
available, the Hartford Policy will
not provide coverage until the
other insurance is exhausted.

Remember, 4-H YDP policy
prohibits 4 -H members from
transporting other youth as part of
a 4-H activity or event.

If possible, two adults (at least
one a 4-H adult volunteer) should
be in attendance when youth are
present. The fair requires at least
one adult at all times.

While representing the 4 -H
program, the 4 -H Code of
Conduct must be adhered to at all
times.

4-H members must pay for a
separate insurance for their
animals ; the program does not
insure animals.
